The City will use PLHA funds to administer a First-Time Homebuyer Program that provides deferred down payment assistance loans of up to $50,000 to income-eligible households earning at or below 120% of Area Median Income (AMI). Funds will be used for eligible costs including down payment and closing costs associated with the 
purchase of a primary residence within the City.
The program is currently funded through a combination of local, State, and federal resources, with PLHA funds serving as a key funding source. The City layers PLHA funds with other available funding, including CalHome, to maximize assistance to eligible households. PLHA funds are typically structured as subordinate financing, 
allowing the City to provide deeper affordability and expand access to homeownership.
To date, the City has successfully closed and executed 12 loans totaling approximately $600,000 in PLHA funds, demonstrating strong program performance. In addition, the City has recently been awarded approximately $2.2 million in CalHome funds, which will be used in conjunction with PLHA funds to continue and expand the 
program.
This activity will support low- and moderate-income households by increasing access to homeownership opportunities and promoting long-term housing stability within the community.

The City currently administers an HCD-approved first time homebuyer program with loan servicing, reuse account, and homebuyer education. The City’s First-Time Homebuyer Program (FTHB) provides financial assistance to income-eligible households to support homeownership opportunities. To date, the program has successfully 
closed and executed 12 loans totaling $600,000 in PLHA funds. This amendment will reallocate additional funds to the FTHB Program to sustain its success and continue expanding access to homeownership for low- and moderate-income households. The City received approval from HCD for no period of affordability on the proposed 
project.

The City of Garden Grove will prioritize PLHA investments for households at or below 60% of Area Median Income (AMI) through Activity 1 (Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program).
Although the program serves households up to 80% AMI, priority will be given to applicants at or below 60% AMI based on income level and severity of housing need.
When demand exceeds available funding, the City will allocate a greater share of funds to households at or below 60% AMI to support housing stability and preservation for the lowest-income residents.

The City of Garden Grove released a Request for Proposals for affordable and permanent supportive housing developers in December 2023. Through this RFP process, the City identified a developer that wanted to build 81 units of affordable housing on the St. Anselm's Church site. The City executed an award letter with the developer 
on 4/8/25, which was contingent on the developer securing additional financing. Due to funding challenges and timing issues the City is no longer pursuing this development. 

The City is planning to release another Request for Proposals to identify a developer/site for affordable or permanent supportive housing in July 2026. The City anticipates identifying a project site and negotiating with a developer over the next year to identify a PLHA eligible project.
