A new procedure has been
implemented whereby a street crew is coming directly behind
the project contractor to fill in a trench etc., so there will be as
little inconvenience as possible to the public.

Commissioner Mitchell noted that you can take all old
prescription drugs and pharmaceuticals to any pharmacy and
they will turn them in to be disposed of properly. He would like
to see this addressed in the city publications.

Mr. Holmon will check with parks division on the watering during
the day issue.
