From the Fire Chief

Dear OCFA Family:

Our data continuously tells us that each year is busier than the last – more incidents, bigger fires, new dangers, growing
populations, expanding Wildland Urban Interface, and on and on.

The October data is not yet complete, but in September alone, our dispatchers answered 20,597 9-1-1 calls and our
firefighters responded to more than 15,000 incidents, marking yet another measurable year-over-year increase.

All the while, we fought and contained the Airport Fire alongside our local, state, and federal partners, and a few weeks
ago, we deployed our Urban Search & Rescue California Task Force 5 Type 1 team for the first time in 16 years.

Through it all, we did not cancel any of our community events, including our 9/11 Remembrance Ceremony, our 5th
Annual Girls Empowerment Camp, our Station Open Houses, and our Wildland Training Day with elected officials and
media.

It is never easy to successfully execute a workload of this volume and complexity, but to do so in the wake of the hand
crew rollover and sudden passing of IT Division Manager Joel Brodowski not only defies all reasonable expectations; it
reveals an unprecedented depth of character.

Character that aligns with our mission to live and work “In Service of Others.”

Character that reflects our unwavering commitment to our injured, our fallen, and their families.

Character that transcends rank and responsibilities.

Yes, there are myriad attributes woven throughout this Bulletin, but for me, it is character that serves as the throughline
— from Captain Natalie Nacker and FAE Candice Acosta’s leadership of our Girls Empowerment Camp to Local 3631,
the Benevolent Association, and our Family Liaisons' tireless work to support our injured Hand Crew Firefighters and
their families.

While these and the countless others highlighted below do not seek the limelight, it is essential to recognize them
because their actions inspire all of us to respond to greater adversity, higher call volumes, and growing responsibilities in
ways the data cannot capture: Character-driven service.

I know that all of you spent the past few months stepping up in equal and impressive ways, illuminating a beacon of
healing, hope, and safety grounded in service, selflessness, and, yes, our collective OCFA character.

Thank you. You inspire me just as you inspire the communities we service, and I wish you all a safe and happy
Halloween!

REPORT 

The attached figures show the recent trend of water consumption in Orange County (OC), 
an estimate of Imported Water Sales for MWDOC, and selected water supply information.   

 OC Water Usage, Monthly by Supply   OCWD Groundwater was the main supply
in September.     

 Estimated OC Water Usage, Monthly, Comparison to Previous Years    Water usage
in September 2024 was slightly above average compared to the last 5 years.
We are projecting an increase in overall water usage compared to FY 2023-24.  On
March 24th 2023, state officials eased back drought emergency provisions that were
in place since July 2021.

 Historical OC Water Consumption Orange County M & I projected water
consumption is 516,000 AF for FY 2024-25 (this includes ~7 TAF of agricultural
usage and non-retail water agency usage). This is about 42,500 AF more than FY
2023-24 and is about 36,000 AF more than FY 2022-23. Water usage per person is
projected to be slightly lower in FY 2024-25 for Orange County at 146 gallons per
day (This includes recycled water usage).  Although OC population has increased
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20% over the past two decades, water usage has not increased, on average.   A 
long-term decrease in per-capita water usage is attributed mostly to Water Use 
Efficiency (water conservation) efforts.  O.C. Water Usage has declined 
significantly since the end of FY 2013-14.  Since FY 2013-14 average O.C. 
Annual Water usage is 523,000 AF, a decline of 98,500 AF since FY 2013-14.  
FY 2023-24 Orange County M & I water consumption was the lowest since FY 
1978-79 (45 Years). 

 
Water Supply Information Includes data on Rainfall in OC; the OCWD Basin overdraft; 
Northern California and Colorado River Basin hydrologic data; the State Water Project 
(SWP) Allocation, and regional storage volumes.  The data have implications for the 
magnitude of supplies from the three watersheds that are the principal sources of water for 
OC.  Note that a hydrologic year is Oct. 1st through Sept. 30th. 
 

 Orange County’s accumulated precipitation through early November was below 
average for this period.  Water year to date rainfall in Orange County is 0.5 inches, 
which is 9% of normal.  
 

 Northern California accumulated precipitation through early November was 37% of 
normal for this period. Water Year 2023 was 133% of normal while water year 
2022 was 48% of normal. The Northern California snowpack was 0% of normal 
as of November 4th, 2024. As of late October, 12.26% of California is experiencing 
moderate drought conditions. 4.3% of California is experiencing severe to 
exceptional drought conditions. The State Water Project Contractors Table A 
Allocation was increased to 40% as of April for WY 2024. 
 

 Colorado River Basin accumulated precipitation through early November was 100% 
of normal for this period.  The Upper Colorado Basin snowpack was 71% of 
normal as of November 4th 2024. Lake Mead and Lake Powell combined have 
about 51% of their average storage volume for this time of year and are at 35.0% 
of their total capacity. Lake Mead’s levels have been below the “trigger” limit of 
1,075 ft. since the start of CY 2022.  The US Bureau of Reclamation (USBR) has 
declared a shortage at Lake Mead, impacting Colorado River water deliveries to the 
Lower Basin states.

Program beginning Monday, December 2, 2024. The grant program assists qualified 

low-income Garden Grove residents receive up to $5,000 to make home 

improvements. These grants do not need to be repaid to the City and are designed 

for minor home repairs. The homeowner is required to contribute a minimum of 

$500 of their own funds towards the repairs, and major repairs to the home that 

are above $5,000 will not be considered for the Home Repair Program. Starting 

Monday, December 2, applications can be submitted at https://apply.ggcity.org/ 

Acceptable exterior and interior home repairs include but are not limited to 

window replacement, electrical repairs, pest control, interior and exterior painting, 

plumbing repairs, heater replacement (HVAC), handicap accessibility modifications, 

and repairs to address building or safety code violations in the home.  

Eligible residents for the Home Repair Program must meet all program 

income and application requirements. Funding will be distributed to approximately 

ten eligible applicants, selected through a blind raffle.

An arrangement in which Garden Grove will rebate for 10 years 40 percent of the “bed tax” 

generated by the Great Wolf Lodge waterpark hotel on Harbor Boulevard was approved on a 7-0 

vote on Tuesday night. 

“It’s a win-win situation,” said Vice Mayor Cindy Tran. “We’re very invested in the Great 

Wolf,” said Councilmember Joe DoVinh (District 4) “and we want them to be invested in 

Garden Grove.” 

In exchange for the subsidy – worth about $27.7 million – Great Wolf will invest an estimated 

$40 million in renovations and modernizations for the 603-room hotel, which is the city’s biggest 

tourist attraction 

. 

The reasoning behind the deal is that Great Wolf needs to “protect its brand” by bringing it up to 

current standards that are at other locations in the chain. If not renovated, according to a city 

report, the resort could lose the Great Wolf brand and thereby be a less attractive independent 

hotel with a separate water park. 

The deal would also prevent the establishment of another Great Wolf Lodge within a 200-mile 

radius, which would include cities such as San Diego or Bakersfield. Such an agreement is 

intended to keep the bed tax cash flow to the city intact and robust.
